Class on Writing a Children’s Book in 
September 

 

Teaching this class is fun! We have ten 
students. The first evening of class I told 
them they would write a children’s book of 
their own to read our last evening. I told 
them to be sure to know what they were 
writing about, to use good grammar, and to 
have an arc in the story, or a focal point. 
Make sure something happens. Most of 
them already had an idea any way. 
 
We discussed some of the common 
questions…What do you do next? I 
assigned them each in arbitrary groups to 
research: 
 

 Publishing houses 

 Independent (Indie) publishing 

 Self-publishing 
 
This we discussed at our second class, 
which will lead to platform or reach. How do 
you reach your readers? Through 
marketing, events, consignment, and many 
other options. I keep learning, and I tell 
them each week, plan to continue to learn, 
and plan to do a lot of research. 
 
We even spent some time brainstorming 
with each other on ideas on how to present 
or develop a concept in their sample stories. 
I told them we do that in author groups. It’s 
not cheating to ask for feedback. It’s smart. 
 
I could do this again! And we’re only half 
done!
