Daniel has a sister Abigail who sews and 
has young children. She will be 

commissioned to make my first Ghanaian 
dress. Seamstresses do not use patterns. 
They measure and cut their own 

patterns. They use treadle sewing 
machines, due to shortage of electricity. 
 

I visit a lot of yard sales in the summer 
and pick up fabric to send to Abigail as 

well as the Nyame Do Women’s Center 
that Ruth helped found. It’s a training 
center to teach women sewing, foods 

and nutrition as well as cooking 
skills…skills that can be used to help 

them start their own small businesses to 
become more self-sufficient. 
 

Betty Apronti is the nurse, midwife, and 
administrator of Nyame Do. I send used 
Rx bottles to her, as her patients have no 

other way to transport medication from 
the clinic. I also collect onesies for the 

babies she delivers. 
 

I send each book I publish to my friends 

and family there and will have at least 
one new one by the time I leave… 
 

I also know there will be endless photos 

and a children’s book, when I decide 
which angle to consider.
